A State may not refuse to permit an individual to register 4

to vote or vote in an election for Federal office held in 5

the State on the grounds of the individual’s age if the indi-6

vidual will be at least 16 years of age on the date of the 7

election. 8

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—This section shall apply with 9

respect to elections held in 2022 or any succeeding year. 10
